Memorandum jfor His Ircellency.

Sm Gromer GREY presents his respectful compliments to the Marquis of Normanby, and acknow-
ledges the receipt of His Excellency’s memorandum of this day's date, covering copy of a telegram
from Sir Michael Hicks Beach, upon the subject of telegraphig to the Governors of Colonics the
results of the recent Kuropean Congress.

2. Sir George Grey transmits to the Governor copy of the telegram he forwarded to Lord
Beaconsfield.

3. Sir George Grey still ihinks it would be better for Tler Majesty’s Government to communicate,
direct to the Governor, for the information of the New Zealand Parliament, the results of the
Congress. He feels that he is doing his duly in pointing out that when a colony has for a long
period of time constantly apprehended the serious consequences which might be entailed on it by a
war which it had not brought about, and could by no efforts ot its own prevent or influence—when,
also, during all that time it was prepaved cheerfully to submit to great sacrifices to aid the Ewpire in
the anticipated war—it would be well if the Home Government, sympathizing with the anxictics of its
colony, relicved them by a telegraphic message to the Governor the moment peace was assured.
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
