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The New Zealand delegation was deeply impressed by the

kindness and hospitality of the Lebanese people. No effort was
spared by the Government to promote the smooth working of the
Conference and the comfort of delegates. The Conference was in
session six days a week, and the long working-hours meant that the
smaller delegations could have little leisure. It- was a great privilege,
however, to attend an international Conference in an environment
where antiquity and the modern world can be studied together.

We are grateful to the President and Government of Lebanon for
their unfailing kindness. The delegation also wishes to acknowledge
the generous assistance received from members of the Secretariat.
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
